Donations & Student Fees - Please note that the Constitution of the State of California requires that we
provide a public education to you free of charge. Your right to a free education is for all school and
educational activities, whether curricular or extracurricular, and whether you receive a grade for the activity
or class. Subject to certain exceptions, your right to a free public education means that we cannot require
you or your family to purchase materials, supplies, equipment or uniforms for any school activity, nor can
we require you or your family to pay security deposits for access, participation, materials, or equipment.
This means that any donations (such as a box of Kleenex for the class) or student fees (such as an
admission fee for a field trip) are considered voluntary. Students will not be restricted from participation if
donations are not sent to school or if student fees are not paid.

Students could use a backpack big enough to fit a 9X12 folder or some bag
in which to carry books, etc., to and from school. A refillable water bottle is
also encouraged. Please label all of your child’'s personal belongings
(backpacks, lunch bags, jackets, etc.) in permanent ink.
